Check your drop off/pick up times

Only one parent to accompany child onto premises

Should you arrive at the same time as another family, please ensure you
maintain social distancing. The cones are placed 2m apart as a guide.
Follow the one-way system when entering and leaving the premises.
Children will wash their hands or use hand sanitiser on arrival in school.

Staff will create a positive, fun & nurturing environment.
There will be good ventilation in rooms and the outdoor space will be used as much as
possible.
